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A Message from our Pastor 
 

Matthew has been taking swimming lessons at the Woodland Water Park for the past two 

weeks. In a recent telephone conversation, my mother recalled my first swimming lessons 

at the YMCA. She said the instructor calmly place me into the water. Once in the water, I 

screamed uncontrollably, which thus brought my first lesson to a quick end. Over the 

years I have come to love swimming whether it was swimming laps at a local pool or 

riding waves in the Atlantic Ocean. I have come to learn that when you love something 

like swimming you gain a desire to learn and practice as much as you can from the 

swimming coach. I‟m wondering if the same thing is true when it comes to our 

relationship with Jesus. Is there a connection between love and obedience? Does Jesus 

desire from His disciples love plus full obedience or love plus flexible obedience?    

 

On one occasion Jesus said to a prospective disciple “Follow me.” The man replied, 

“„Lord, first let me go and bury my father.‟ Jesus said to him, „Let the dead bury their 

own dead, but you go and proclaim the kingdom of God (Luke 9:59b-60).‟” Another 

person said, “„I will follow you, Lord; but first let me go back and say good-by to my 

family.‟ Jesus replied, „No one who puts his hand to the plow and looks back is fit for 

service in the kingdom of God (Luke 9:61-62).‟” Jesus gave two invitations to follow and 

on both occasion he heard excuses as to why they couldn‟t immediately follow. One 

would think that Jesus would have been a little more lenient on a guy that just lost his 

father. If that had been the case he wouldn‟t have been talking with Jesus, but rather 

preoccupied with funeral arrangements. The real issue was the man was using his father‟s 

future death as an excuse not to follow Jesus in the present.   

 

Jesus doesn‟t want us to follow out of a sense of duty or guilt, but rather out of a desire to 

love Him, spend time with Him, and do anything pleasing for Him even when it‟s 

inconvenient or complicated. Jesus speaking to the disciples said, “If you love me, you 

will obey what I command (John 14:15).” Like faith, love cannot be separated from 

obedience. When you truly love someone, you desire or want to do whatever you can to 

please the person.  

 

Beginning on August 15, we will be starting a new sermon series called “It‟s 

Complicated”, which is going to deal with the topic of relationships and how we can 

grow deeper in our relationship with God and our neighbor. Until then, pray about ways 

you can spend time with Jesus and show Him your love through actions that are pleasing 

in Him.
