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Message from our Pastor  
 

This past Father‟s Day was awesome! My wife and son went out of their way to make the whole 

day as pleasing as possible. My day started out with a great worship service that was both 

refreshing and inspirational. After worship, I went home with the family and got a nice card from 

my son and a new water faucet for the master bathroom. I will be requesting the assistance of my 

father-in-law who just loves to do any project that involves plumbing. My normal plumbing 

projects should take an hour, but in reality take a whole day with several unscheduled trips to the 

hardware store for replacement pipes and parts. Following this, a great lunch, and a two hour 

afternoon nap, one of my most pleasing Father‟s Day came to a close. With Independence Day 

coming up, I wonder what would be most pleasing to our Heavenly Father given the freedom He 

has given us through Jesus Christ.  

 

Jesus used His freedom to live a life that would be pleasing to His Father. “„My food,‟ said Jesus, 

„is to do the will of him who sent me and to finish his work (John 4:34).‟” The Father‟s will for 

Jesus was a life of sacrifice and service. It‟s interesting that Jesus doesn‟t say my food is to bake 

my cake and eat it too. Jesus‟ life was all about pleasing the Father and living for His agenda. 

Jesus knew all too well that the life lived for God didn‟t involved the preservation of his own way 

of living or for that matter the preservation of the world, but rather he came so that the world 

would be transformed into a new creation. For this reason the Bible says, “Therefore, if anyone is 

in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come! All this is from God, who 

reconciled us to himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation (2 Corinthians 

5:17-18).”  

 

A ministry of reconciliation is simply getting people connected or reconnected with Jesus. How is 

this done? It begins by asking the Holy Spirit in prayer for His guidance. It is amazing the names 

the Spirit will bring to mind when you ask Him. Once the Holy Spirit brings a name to mind then 

ask the Holy Spirit what he wants you to do whether it‟s pray for them or some type of action like 

invite them to church or a small group. Maybe the Spirit wants you to share with them a word of 

encouragement or lend a listening ear to a struggling marriage or relationship.  

As you begin to live out the ministry of reconciliation, you discover an incredible biblical truth. 

The life that God created you for isn‟t about using your freedom in Christ to preserve a way of 

life or that of a nation, but it is found in living a life that brings glory to God. The Bible says, 

“For everything comes from God alone, everything lives by His power, and everything is 

intended for His glory (Romans 11:36).” Everything was created by God for His glory including 

the earth, this church, and you too.  

 

What kind of life are you living right now? Is it a life that is pleasing to God or is it one of 

pleasing yourself? Through the ministry of reconciliation, you can start right now living a life that 

is pleasing to God. All you have to do is repent of your old life, receive the forgiveness God 

freely offers through Jesus, and allow the Holy Spirit to start directing your feet everyday to walk 

in the ways of Jesus.  

 

Be encouraged in these hard times because every promise of God to you is a “yes” when you are 

living in a daily relationship with Jesus Christ. One of best promises of God is found in Psalm 

30:5 which states, “For his anger lasts only a moment, but his favor lasts a lifetime; weeping may 

remain for a night, but rejoicing comes in the morning.”
