What do you do while waiting in an airport and all of a sudden every 

flight is cancelled due to some volcano in Iceland? A literature and 

philosophy professor from Nimes, France who was stuck in Tokyo 

commented ñI stayed in my hotel last night, but that was all my money. I 

think I'm going to stay here and sleep at the airport. Help me God.ò The 

quote came from a headline entitled ñVolcano flight chaos leaves many 

passengers brokeò. Like this professor, are you finding that your life is a 

state of panic and you find yourself crying out to God for help?  

 

Before His death and resurrection, Jesus gave the disciples a gift of 

godly peace which would get them through the chaotic moments of life. 

Jesus said, ñPeace I leave with you; my peace I give you. I do not give to 

you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled and do not be 

afraid (John 14:27).ò The peace Jesus gives is beyond the worldôs 

comprehension. The worldôs take on peace is a lack of conflict or chaos. The 

means to achieving this peace usually involves thinking nice thoughts, 

crossing your fingers, and hoping the volcanic ash blows away so you can 

have a peaceful flight home.

1.  Lowell Nelson shared info about the changes with Thrivent. There are no 

matching funds anymore. 2 new components: 1) Thrivent members are 

voting on 1 of 10 non-profits that will be supported by Thrivent. The figures 

will be by percentages. 2) Each Thrivent member gets points depending on 

volunteer hours and Thrivent investments. Members can be allotted $25 -

$100 to designate to a non-profit. Thrivent suggests there be an advocate 

from each church. Lowell has declined, but did sign Calvary up to receive 

the monies allotted to congregational members. Lowell will keep us 

informed as the process continues. He plans to continue with óHabitat for 

Humanityô, a new home will begin this summer. Lowell asked Council to 

consider óThrivent Buildsô for a portion of the 3
rd
 quarter Mission Focus. 

 

2.  UPDATE: Boiler inspections ï Carson Brothers will do annual check for 

$429 for furnaces and boiler, required for their boiler license to be posted. 

They would then 

check again in Feb, May & Nov; fee of $68 per time. Repair charges would 

be $68 per hour.

4.   The letter of disaffiliation from the ELCA/Bishop Crist was read. The 

process is completed.  

 

5.   Security Concerns ï Anchor Alarms has some suggestions, possible 

buzzer system for letting people in. They will give us a price and Council 

would like a price on a video surveillance system. Council reviewed security 

suggestions, which was compiled from a church, inside and out; walk 

through.
